OTHER SCHOOL UPDATES –  
 
New Haven Public Schools has been involved in intense advertising about its food program 
for families over the last 10 days to increase food participation for our families.   
 
 The publicity push over the last 10 days to increase participation in the food service 
program appears to yielding results. 606 students recently signed up for 7-day delivery of 
breakfast and lunch meals, which increases our daily meal count by more than 50%. 
 
Video and other messages are forthcoming, with a goal of increasing participation to 
10,000 meals served per day from a current level of just under 4,000 per day. For context, 
in normal school operations, we serve approximately 15,000 meals per day.
